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FREE ACCESS TO UNIVERSITY RESOURCES FOR THE COMMUNITY 

 

1. Introduction 

This policy provides a guide to optimize the use of Women University of Azad Jammu and 

Kashmir (WUAJ&K) Bagh facilities by students, faculty, staff, and community members. The 

University reserves the right to regulate the use of its property. The University intends to fulfill its 

teaching, research, and community engagement mission. Therefore, to avoid disrupting the normal 

activities needed to carry out its mission, the University shall regulate access to university 

facilities. 

2. Scope 

This policy applies to all WUAJ&K Bagh facilities (including buildings, grounds, and spaces 

owned or monitored by the University), which extends to members of the academic community, 

such as guests of the University and members of the general public, lawfully present on university 

premises. 

3. Policy Guidelines/ Implementation Procedure 

Subject to University uses and reasonable time, place, and manner restrictions, and university 

facilities may be made available on a first-come, first-served basis in the following order of 

priority: students, employees, and community members. 

The WUAJ&K Bagh may provide the following facilities to those who are not studying in the 

University (only females), subject to no disruption of the normal activities of the University. 

a) Free access to the university library  

b) Computer labs 

c) Space facilities for sports activities 
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4. Report on Violation 

All WUAJ&K community members must report to the authorities concerned, without fear, any 

incident where known facts indicate a possibility of a policy violation. 

5. Revision of Policy  

Revisions to these policies will be made as and when necessary.
